3. General Security Measures
DBS, the school where the Chapel is situated, has tight security measures. When entering the

school campus, worshippers who are:
a. Driving:

i. Those who have registered their cars with DBS should drive slowly
through the main gate (Argyle Street) for the guard to verify your
registration plate number;

ii. Those whose car plate number is not registered will have to register at the
main gate guard post every Sunday.

b. On foot or by taxi:
i. Register at the main gate (Argyle Street) guard post.

Furthermore, in accordance with the Fire Safety Regulations, congregation members are
reminded NOT to park 1) on the road next to IB Building and 2) in the open area between the
Chapel entrance, tennis courts and indoor swimming pool as these are EVA (emergency vehicle
access). Please PARK ONLY in the designated carparks.

4. Sunday School
All children attending the Sunday School must be aged 3 or above, well toilet-trained AND

with their parents/guardians attending the Sunday Service at the Chapel simultaneously. Children
should sit with their parents in the Chapel before the service begins at 10:30a.m. and the Sunday
School teachers will pick up the children after the first hymn. Please refer to the guidelines for the
details. For more information, please refer to the announcement made through our WhatsApp
and email messages, or talk to any of our Sunday School teachers.
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Please note that snacks are provided during class and children will just need to bring a bottle
of water. For those who have food allergies, please bring your own snacks. Parents are also
reminded that no toys and books are allowed during the Sunday School lessons and therefore are
requested to keep their children’s toys or books before they go up to the classrooms.

5. Servers Team - Recruitment
We are now recruiting servers. Also sometimes known as the “acolyte”, an altar server is a lay

assistant to a member of the clergy during the Eucharist and other services. An altar server
attends to supporting tasks at the altar such as fetching and carrying, thurifying, ringing the altar
bell, helping bring up the gifts, among other things.

While the function of the altar server is sometimes associated with children, it is also carried
out by people of any age or gender. For those who are baptised or even confirmed and aged 10 or
above, if you want to join this sacred job, please contact Lauren Fong or Kelvin Lau.
